Find a recent article on latest technology that is being used in Communications/e-learning/m Learning and describe the contents of the article in YOUR OWN WORDS. Your paper should be approximately 3 pages long and must contain the name of the article, the author, the date of the article and the link to the original article. If you provide the link to a general web site YOU MUST identify where the article can be found. If you wish to use a non-Internet source then you must Xerox the article and submit it with your paper.  You can send it by email or fax or mail me your paper. I will accept the paper EARLY (before June 25) but will not accept it late.

You must choose a substantial paper.  It must have something new to say or it can report on an actual case in industry, government or university. It cannot be from a textbook or tutorial. It must be something that was considered newsworthy. The article must have been published in the last 18 months.

Midterm & Final Examination   will involve short essay answer and multiple choice questions.  The mid-term exam will be returned the following week. The students will take the exams online using the Blackboard Learning System.

http://webcampus.fdu.edu. For the short essay section of the exams, students will be given a series of questions and will be asked to respond to a specific number of items.  Exams are to be taken on the date assigned. 

General Class Procedures:
Participation: Consistent participation is crucial as its virtually impossible to complete the various assignments and projects satisfactorily without cumulatively developing and applying the necessary basic knowledge.  

Submission of Work: Excluding unforeseen circumstances, if you don’t have time to do the work right the first time, it will be literally impossible to find time to redo it and so keep up with the current assignments. ALL submitted work is expected to be of quality appropriate to college students. Significant penalty points will be applied for sloppy, careless, thoughtless, and/or “thrown together at the last minute” work.   

Do not type long documents through Blackboard textbox interface as there are chances that you may loose work due to session time-out. All documents should be attached as a Word document. 

Assignments submitted on time will be reviewed within 1 week of submission. Scores will be posted on Blackboard. All assignments are to be retained by you until the grades have been received from the Registrar. If for some reason your assignment is not grade within the timeframe, you MUST talk to the instructor immediately. A grade of INCOMPLETE will be submitted only if extenuating circumstances exist, at least 75% of all assignments have been submitted, and you are carrying a passing grade at the time of your request. 

Late Policy: 
A late assignment is one which was not received by the established deadline. Assignments submitted late will be penalized 20% of the total possible points for each partial or full week of lateness.
