Course Description:

Methodology of Instruction:

The course is designed to provide participants with understanding of the effects that terrorist acts and the threat of terrorist acts have on security issues in their communities.  Initially, participants will review terrorism from a historical context examining why terrorist tactics have been used by groups to support their particular cause.  

An examination of the causes of terrorism will follow, with the course emphasis being on the motivations of groups for the use of terrorist tactics.  Participants will examine the current world conditions in the context of the terrorist mind set and apply this to what they see as the future for terrorist events.  Finally the course will center on discussions and concepts to prepare communities to prevent, respond to and recover from such an event.  

         Participants will review the historical data relating to terrorist activities in the US and abroad both prior to and after the September 11th attacks to gain a better understanding on how these events affected the political and social policies relating to security at national and local levels.  

         Participants will be able to relate the ideological and political issues guiding terrorists to security policy and planning efforts by national and local authorities.

         Participants will relate national policies and programs to their own local security issues.

         Differentiate between the reporting requirements for air, water, and environmental releases
         Distinguish between reportable events and those that do not require a report
