Week 3:     Instructor will post instructional comments and points for discussion, based on Chapter 2, paragraphs 3.1; 3.2; 3.3; and 3.4.
Week 4:     Instructor to post instructional comments and points for discussion, based on Chapter 5, sub paragraphs 5.1 and 5.2.
Week 5:     Mid-term examination: Two essays based on reading from the previous chapters and instructional comments. Each approximately 4 pages, double spaced.
Week 6:     Instructor will post instructional comments and points for discussion,   based on reading from Chapter 9, paragraphs 9.1, 9.4, and 9.8. 
Week 7:     Instructor will post instructional comments and points for discussion, based responses from each student’s research on Fixed Based Operators. Two pages (double spaced).                        

Week 8:     Instructor will post instructional comments and points for discussion,   based on reading from Chapter 12. Paragraphs 12.1, 12.2, 12.3, 12.5, and 12.6.  
Week 9:     Submission of term paper based on reading from Chapter 12. 
Week 10:   Final examination. Twenty questions exam based on reading from Chapter 12.7, 12.8, 12.9, 12.10, and 12.13. (Open book exam).
